a. Title page Required

The title of the thesis should be as concise as possible. It must occur consistently in every respect, including punctuation, capitalization, and hyphenation, on the abstract and approval forms. On the title page, the identical title must appear in all capital letters with each line centered on the page. The month in which the thesis is submitted, e.g., May, August, or January is to be printed at the bottom of the page. The title page is not numbered, but it is counted. The Specimen of the Title page is given in page no “iv” binding page

b. Certificate Required

This is the most significant for thesis submission. It must be signed by the Supervisor and Co- Supervisor (if selected). Without this the thesis will not be accepted.

c. Declaration Required

This is also the most significant for thesis submission. It must be filled by students and if students have received outside assistance or involved the contributions of others, it must be acknowledged in written statement.
d. Abstract or executive summary Required

The abstract should provide a succinct, descriptive account of the thesis. The abstract should not exceed 600 words, and should adhere to the same style manual as the thesis manuscript. The abstract should include pertinent place names, names of persons, and other proper nouns. These are useful in automated retrieval. A lower-case Roman numeral is used on the abstract page
e. Acknowledgements

This section begins with the title ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS centered in all capital letters. This page is used to thank those persons who have been instrumental to the student in completing the degree requirements. Acknowledgement of grants and special funding received to support the research also may be made on this page
f. Table of contents Required

The Table of Contents must include all chapter headings, the bibliography, and appendices. Entries are double lines spaced. The headings of major sections (i.e., introduction, methodology, results, discussion, conclusion, bibliography, appendices) are written in all capital letters and the word chapters should be in sentence case in the right corner. Table of Contents headings must be identical to those in the text. Page numbers listed must be right- justified and connected to the appropriate entry by a line of evenly spaced dot leaders (periods). The words TABLE OF CONTENTS must be centered on the page two inches from the top of the first page only.

g. List of Figures, Tables or Illustrations Where required

The heading, LIST OF TABLES, appears centered on the page two inches from the top of the first page only. All table numbers and captions are listed exactly as they appear in the text. The heading, LIST OF FIGURES, appears centered on the page two inches from the top of the first page only. All figure numbers and captions are listed exactly as they appear in the text.
h. List of Abbreviations Where required

i. Appendices Where required

The appendix (or a series of appendices) immediately follows the main text. The appendix includes material that may be helpful to the reader of the thesis but may be too long for inclusion in the text or footnotes. The title, APPENDIX, appears only on the first page of the section, in capital letters centered two inches from the top. Examples of such material include questionnaires, letters, original data, sample forms, and vitae. Reference should be made in the text to the inclusion of these materials in the Appendix. Each appendix is a separate subdivision of the text and must begin on a separate page. Each appendix must be listed in the Table of Contents.


j. Bibliography/Reference list Required

Includes all references: articles, media facts, books, reports, regulations, internet articles, papers that you referenced from the text. References should be consistent throughout the thesis. Use the APA style of referencing (www.apastyle.org), Or any other standard format as per requirement of the subject.
2. Word limit

· Word limit for Ph.D thesis is between 35000-40000 words excluding references/ bibliography as well as annexure and appendices.
· A Ph.D dissertation which belongs to Mathematics/Statistics disciplines  or based on laboratory work may have a maximum word count of 30000-35000 words.

3. General guidelines for thesis writing and binding

i. Page size should be A4, with 1 inch margins on the top, bottom and right side while 1.5 inches on left side.
ii. All the pages from inside First page to end of the table of content should be numbered as in lower case Roman numerals (i,ii,iii…).
iii. All pages starting from introduction to the end of the thesis should be numbered in Arabic numeral (1,2,3…).
iv. Page numbers should appear on the right bottom of the page.
v. Chapter number and respective chapter title should be written on the page header in the right for example Chapter 1 
vi. Time New Roman or Calibri script should be used for writing thesis.
vii. All the first order headings should be written in bold face.
viii. Major headings should appear centered all in capitals (16pt).
ix. First order headings should be left aligned (14pt).
x. Second order headings should be left aligned (12pt).
xi. Third order headings should be left aligned (12pt) and should not be include in table of content and number with Arabic numeral (e.g. (1), 2) 3))
xii. Font size should be 12pt in main body text and 10pt for table & figure legends.
xiii. Line spacing should be double space and 6pt (before and after) between the paragraphs.
xiv. Thesis should be printed on one side of a good quality paper at least 70g and bound in soft (strip binding) to be sent for external review.
xv. All prints should be taken on portrait format and use of landscape format should be avoided but if used should not be numbered though the number shall be counted.
xvi. At the time of submission for review the thesis must be final in all aspects except the hard binding and incorporation of any amendments as required by the examiner(s).
xvii. Final hard bound copy should be in black in both MS/M.Phil and PhD with golden writing. The contents in covering front board should be the same as presented in the covering page of thesis in soft binding.
xviii. The spine of the thesis should carry name of the scholar, name of the degree and year.
xix. The title of the thesis should be exactly the same in all aspects as approved and notified by the competent authority
xx. The final copy of thesis (after viva examination) should be duly signed by all the concerned.

Resolution of figures is often a problem in thesis.  Resolution should be >300 dpi, preferably 600dpi (Figure 1).  You should note that saving images as jpeg files is a sure way to lower the resolution to an unacceptable extent.  From experience, a good way is to copy your graphic (for example from PowerPoint or excel) and when pasting it into word, use the “paste special” “as an “enhanced metafile” (Figure 2).  This also substantially reduces the resulting file size in comparison with pasting graphs in as excel graphics.
